Dear Living Word Family, 

 As it happens, Christmas has come and gone. The warmth of 

Christmas has been replaced with the chill of January. And chilly 

it has been. It made me think of snow in the Scriptures. While 

snow was rare, and often only seen at a distance upon the peaks 

of the mountains, it was still something the Israelites were aware 

of. In fact, the author of Psalm 147 writes of the Lord: 

 

15 He sends out his command to the earth; 

        his word runs swiftly. 
16 He gives snow like wool; 

       he scatters frost like ashes. 
17 He hurls down his crystals of ice like crumbs; 

        who can stand before his cold? 
18 He sends out his word, and melts them; 

        he makes his wind blow and the waters flow.  

      Psalm 147:15-18 
 

 The Lord, who created all things, controls the weather. “Who 

can stand before his cold?” I wondered about that this past 

week. Then I reflected on those without HVAC systems and warm 

cars. In our first house, during a cold snap, our furnace went out. 

The panic was great. Who can stand before the cold of the Lord! 

 But then He sends out His Word, and melts the snow and ice 

and even waters the earth. It brings life and, soon, blossoming 

flowers. In the chill of winter, new life will soon sprout forth. God 

is faithful to bring life. 

 Maybe you were scared of the coming cold or perhaps there 

are other places you have become “chilled to the core.” Maybe in a 

relationship, or at work, or the melancholy of your own heart. 

Maybe health or a financial situation. Maybe your prayer life has 

gone cold and you find yourself far from God’s Word. 

 My prayer for you is that the Word of God will go out and 

warm and melt that chill, and bring a new life and fervor out of 

that winter time, that Your faith may grow, and your witness be 

strengthened. Yes, even in Wisconsin, winter only lasts for a time. 

I remember a trip I took to Alaska one August. The sun never 

quite set, and winter seemed a far off reality. Summer is coming. 

Or better yet, the Lord is coming. Praise be to God forever!
